GREEN ACTION PLAN

1. Introduction

This Green Action Plan documents the tree cover maintained on the campus of Dr. Bhim Rao
Ambedkar College, University of Delhi, from the commencement of the College in 2001 up to the
census dated July 2017, and the subsequent changes in green cover to date. As per the on-
campus tree census chart, the campus held 521 trees across 48 species as of July 2017.

2. Species-wise Tree Inventory

The following table reproduces all information recorded on the campus tree census chart, namely
the serial number, Hindi name, English name, botanical (scientific) name and the number of trees
of each species.

3. Trees Lost from July 2017 to Date

From July 2017 to the present date, a total of 100 trees on the College campus have been lost /
had to be removed. The principal reasons for the loss of these trees are as follows:

1. Disease, pest and termite infestation — several trees were affected by fungal disease,
borer and termite attack, rendering them weak and beyond recovery.
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2. Storm, high winds and monsoon damage — trees were uprooted or structurally damaged
during heavy storms, gusty winds and monsoon spells.

The College has accounted for these losses and has undertaken compensatory plantation as
detailed in the following section.

4. New Trees Planted from July 2017 to Date

To strengthen and replenish the campus green cover, the College has planted 157 new trees
since July 2017. The species-wise break-up of the fresh plantation is given below:
